Dr Ion Jinga is presently Ambassador of Romania to the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.

Ambassador Ion Jinga has a vast work experience behind his academic and professional accomplishments. Before joining the diplomatic service, he worked as a physicist engineer at a prominent research institute in Nuclear Physics, after graduating with a double degree in Physics and Law at University of Bucharest. He continued his academic career and was awarded a PhD in Law in 1999. He also successfully completed two Masters Degrees: from the National School for Political and Administrative Studies in Bucharest, and the College of Europe in Bruges (Belgium). He was awarded a NATO research fellowship for two years and specialized in International Affairs at Leeds University in the United Kingdom. 

His Excellency joined the Romanian Ministry of Foreign Affairs in 1992. Since then his diplomatic career was dedicated to Romania’s accession proceedings to EU membership, and after January 2007 he dedicated himself to the consolidation of his country’s image as a reliable member of the European Union. Beginning with 1998, his most challenging tasks were as Deputy-Head of Mission and Chargé d’Affaires a.i. at the Mission of Romania to the EU (Brussels), Director General for European Union Affairs within the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (Bucharest) and member of the Romanian Delegation to the Convention on the Future of Europe. 

He is author and co-author of several books and numerous studies and articles on European integration, EU policies and reforms of the EU institutions, and was an associate professor at the National School for Political and Administrative Studies in Bucharest. He delivered presentations on these topics as guest speaker of the European Parliament, the European Institute of International Relations Brussels and London Business School.

Completing his mission in Brussels, he received from H.M. Albert II, the King of Belgians, the outstanding distinction Great Cross of the Crown’s Order. Since 7th of March 2008 he is appointed as Ambassador of Romania to the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.
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
